The SummerSmart  Program at Everett  

Community College offers special services to 

current high school students who wish to attend 

summer classes at EvCC.  Classes are available 

for: enrichment, acceleration or credit  

retrieval. 
 

SummerSmart  students may take up to three 

college classes. Students will need to acquire the 

instructorõs written permission for each class 

prior to registering. Additionally, students who 

wish their classes to count toward high school 

graduation requirements should gain the  

approval of their high school counselor. EvCC 

Admissions Advisors are available to assist you 

as well. 
 
 

Students in the program need to take the  

college placement assessment and attend  

orientation to assure that they take the right 

level of classes.

Earn college credit while still in high school.

In addition to the SummerSmart  program, there are 

several ways to get a head start on your college career 

during Fall, Winter and Spring through EvCCõs diverse 

Teens in College Programs: 
 

Running Start: High school juniors and seniors who meet 

academic standards may enroll at EvCC in college classes.  

Running Start classes are also available in Monroe. With the 

authorization of your high school counselor, the school  

district pays your tuition. Contact EvCCõs Running Start  

Program Manager at 425-388-9211 for admission information. 
 

College in the High School:  Advanced classes in your high 

school may have the option of earning college credit for a fee 

that is less than normal tuition.  Ask your high school  

teachers or counselors for information. 
 

Tech Prep: Designated technical classes in high school may 

earn college credit toward a technical college degree. Ask 

your teachers or your high schoolõs vocational director. For 

more information contact Jan Johanson at 360-804-4523. 
 

Youth Re -engagement: The Youth Re-Engagement  

Program was created to provide educational opportunities 

with a strong connection to career development and profes-

sional technical job training for youth, age 16-21, who have 

dropped out of high school.
