EVERETT COMMUNITY COLLEGE – CONTINUING EDUCATION

PARKING REGULATIONS

STUDENTS & INSTRUCTORS must have a valid parking permit properly displayed in their vehicle to park on the main campus.  (No permits are required for student parking at the Applied Technology Training Center; however, to park in a staff space you must display a valid permit.)  Parking in handicapped spaces must have a WA State handicap permit.
Monday – Friday:
Students:  Park in any unmarked space with permit displayed on dash.
(On Main Campus)
Instructors:  Park in any “staff” space with permit displayed on dash.  (Instructors can purchase a permit
through the Security Office or Continuing Education for $2/qtr if teaching 9 hours or less, or $14/qtr if teaching 10 hours or more.)

Saturday & Sunday:
Students & Instructors: No permit required; park in any unmarked space.
“Non-credit” Workshop STUDENT parking permits: Workshop permits are provided to students enrolled in CE “non-credit” classes held on the main campus. A workshop permit is enclosed with your confirmation if you enrolled through CE as long as you enrolled early. If you enrolled through Enrollment Services your permit did not arrive via mail.  If you did not receive your permit or you forgot it, your instructor will have a few extra permits at the first class. Arrive early to obtain a permit to place on your vehicle prior to class start. Vehicles parked on campus without a permit or in areas not designated for student parking will be ticketed.  Note that the workshop permit you are provided is ONLY valid for parking in college lots during your Continuing Education class.  You must purchase a quarterly parking permit if you plan to use on-campus parking to attend “credit” classes.

STUDENTS - Get a ticket on the first night of class?  If you arrive up to 30 minutes before your first class session (and park in a student space), you may go to your classroom and obtain a workshop permit and immediately return to your car to place the permit on the dash.  If during the 30 minutes you receive a ticket for parking without a permit, PLEASE appeal the ticket to the Security Office within the required time period (refer to the bottom of the ticket for appeal instructions), and Security will waive the ticket (as long as your ticket occurred within 30 minutes before the start of your first class).  However, you must follow this appeal process and timelines specified to receive a waiver.

COLLEGE CLOSURE 

Our goal is to keep Everett Community College (EvCC) and the Applied Technology Training Center (ATTC) open for classes as long as it is safe to do so. Unless EvCC and ATTC are unsafe or utility systems are malfunctioning, we will strive to be open.  However, from time to time inclement weather causes CE or the College to close.  EvCC makes its weather-related schedule determination independent of local school districts.  Staff and students are advised not to assume local school district decisions reflect EvCC operations.

Employees and students must judge for themselves the safety of traveling to EvCC or ATTC.  We ask all of you to make good decisions.  In those rare instances when EvCC and ATTC will be closed we will do our best to inform you as early as possible.

Classes at the main campus (for additional information for ATTC classes see next heading):  

If the campus closes, no CE classes will be held on campus or at ATTC.  There are several ways for you to find current information regarding the status of College operations.

c) Continuing Education’s main line (425)267-0150 (Call this number and as soon as the phone tree message begins, press “0.”  If we are closed, you will hear an alternate message about the closure and cancellation of classes; if you hear a normal greeting then we are open for business).

The College also forwards closure information to major Puget Sound radio and television stations through the Public Schools Emergency Communication System (PSECS) on their website www.schoolreport.org.  The site is linked to the EvCC website under “Emergency Closure” at the bottom of the first page.

College messages for radio and television broadcast are updated during the course of the day.  Your best source for current information will always be the EvCC website, or the main switchboard.  College messages will address any closures at ATTC as well.

ATTC:  If the EvCC main campus closes, the ATTC will close as well.  At times South Everett experiences unique adverse weather conditions, in which case ATTC may announce closure independently (while the main EvCC campus stays open).  If this occurs, an alternate message will be posted on CE’s voice-mail (425)267-0150.  Call this number and as soon as the phone tree message begins, press “0.”  If we are closed, you will hear an alternate message about the closure and cancellation of classes (if you hear a normal greeting then we are open for business).
CE classes held at locations within the community:

If the College closes and cancels classes, all classes held at sites within the community will also be cancelled.  However, classes held at a public K-12 school (i.e. Lake Stevens High School) may decide to close even though the College remains open.  If you are scheduled for a class at a K-12 school, you will need to check  www.schoolreport.org to see if the school district has closed its facilities.
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
