College in the High School Verification and Release of Information

The only pre-registration requirement for the College in the High School program applies to students in English 101, College Writing. Students must take the Compass test (writing portion only) and place into English 101 with a score of 80 or higher. Those students who score below 80 may not register and receive English 101 credit – NO EXCEPTIONS. 
Compass testing is available on Mondays starting at 7:30am; the testing center closes at 6:30pm and Thursdays starting at 9:00am and closes at 4:30pm. If you are unable to test on Monday or Thursdays you may be able to test on another day of the week. We ask that you call the testing center at 425-388-9288 to find a suitable time. You must have completed your test by the closing time. The testing center will not remain open for you to complete your test. We recommend that you arrive on campus at least one hour prior to the closing time to allow time to park, check in to the testing center, and complete the test. 
Only students who are in a qualifying English 101 College in the High School course at their high school may use this waiver to take the writing portion of the Compass assessment test. Additionally, you may only use the waiver once. If you need to re-test you must pay a $10 re-test fee at the Cashier’s office located in the Parks Student Union Building. All waivers will be verified with the high school.  (Students who falsify information will be invoiced for a $30 test fee and will have a block placed on their student record with EvCC until the test fee is paid). 

Please note: students admitted to EvCC (after high school) are required to also take the reading and math portions of the Compass test. 

You will need your Student Identification number (SID) to test.
