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 GRADUATION APPLICATION DEADLINES & CERMONY 
  

 
 If you plan to 
graduate by the end of 
Summer Quarter, the 
deadline to turn in your 
application is April 6, to 
graduate the end of Fall 
2011 the deadline is 
August 4. The deadline 
for Spring Quarter was 
February 4. In all cases, 
Enrollment Services 
recommends students 
apply as early as possible 
to avoid the last minute 
rush of applications in 
their office. 

 For anyone who 
didn’t make the Spring 

quarter deadline, you 
can still turn in the 
application for 
graduation, but it may 
cause a significant delay 
in processing your 
diploma. It normally 
takes two months to 
complete this process.  

 Be sure to consult 
with your advisor before 
submitting the diploma 
application. Applications

Scholarships are an excellent 
option for funding your 
education.

You will 
start by creating a personal 
profile and then be given a long 
list of scholarships to apply for 
that will match your profile.

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IMPORTANT REGISTRATION AND PAYMENT REMINDERS 

 

Many students are not 
aware they can register for 
Summer AND Fall quarter 
classes at the same time 
during Spring quarter. 
Tuition for ALL quarters 
is due on or before the 5th 
day following registration.  
Students receiving 
financial aid must have 
their paperwork processed 
and authorization for 
payment on record in the 
Cashier’s Office by these 
deadlines. You may be 
dropped from your classes 
if your financial aid has 
not been processed by the 
deadline or does not pay 
your tuition in full. If you 

applied for financial aid by 
the deadline, you may also 
request that a financial aid 
hold be placed on your 
registration to avoid being 
dropped from your classes. 
In order to do this you 
must sign a hold 
agreement with the 
Financial Aid Office prior 
to the payment deadline. 
 Are you paying for 
classes without help of 
financial aid? There is a 
payment plan option, “20-
40 Plan”! Students can 
make three payments.  
This option allows 
students to pay half of 
their tuition and fees by 

the normal payment 
deadline and then pay the 
remainder at two later 
dates: the 20th calendar 
day and the 40th calendar 
day of the quarter. There 
is a $10 fee for this service. 
Students start the process 
by completing the “20-40 
Plan” form; forms are 
available from Financial 
Aid, Cashier’s, and 
Enrollment Services. 
Students do not have to be 
eligible for financial aid to 
participate in the “20-40 
Plan.” This option is not 
available to students in 
self-support classes, such as 
Fire Science. 

DON’T GET DROPPED FROM YOUR CLASSES FOR NON-PAYMENT 

 

WARNING ABOUT SELF-SUPPORT CLASSES 

 
A number of EvCC 

classes are "self-support" 
and do not utilize state 
funding to cover their 
instructional costs. 
Therefore, the regular 
tuition schedule does not 
apply to self-support 
classes. Typically the fee 
associated with a 5 credit 
Self-Support classes is 
$405 and a 3 credit Self-
Support class will 
typically charge $243. In 
addition other fees may 
apply, please check the 

class schedule.  The class 
schedule and listing will 
identify the course as self-
support. 

Students who take a 
combination/mixture of 
state-support and self-
support classes should 
carefully evaluate their 
total tuition and fees. For 
example, a student taking 
12 credits in state-
supported classes and 5 
credits in a self-support 
class may be charged 
$876 plus $405. 

Alternatively, a student 
taking 17 credits in state-
supported classes may be 
charged $1,041. 

Refunds for Self-
Support classes may vary 
and are outlined in the 
class schedule.  Refer to 
the class schedule for 
complete details on 
tuition, fees, refunds, 
drops and withdrawals of 
Self-Support classes. 
Please note: there is no 
50% refund period 
for Self-Support classes.  

 

Financial Aid Credit 
Limit Alert! 

Federal financial aid will 
fund up to 45 non-
college level (under 100 
level) credits and up to 
135 college-level credits 
for Associate of Arts 
degrees at EvCC. 
HOWEVER, for 
declared PRE-nursing 
majors, federal financial 
aid will pay for only 67.5 
college level credits. If 
you complete your 
certificate or degrees 
before exceeding credit 
limits, federal financial 
aid will not continue to 
pay for additional credits. 
For example, if you 
complete your AA degree 
requirements with only 
95 credits, Financial Aid 
will not continue to pay 
for additional credits, 
even though you have 
not reached the 135 
credit limit. 
 
Students who have 
extenuating life 
circumstance and who 
think they will exceed the 
limit are encouraged to 
appeal through Student 
Financial Aid Services.

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How to Save Money on College Textbooks 

Are the exorbitant costs of 
college textbooks taking a 
big bite out of your limited 
budget? We offer the 
following tips to help you 
save money on the 
increasing cost of books: 
 
 First, identify the ISBN 

of the textbook, title, 
and the edition number. 
Also, note whether there 
are any additional 
materials that might be 
packaged with the book. 

 Buy a used textbook 
from the EvCC 
Bookstore, and sell your 
book back to the 
Bookstore at the end of 
the quarter. If they agree 
to buy it back, it all 
depends on how much 
the demand of the book 
is on how much you will 
get back.  

  In the Parks Building, 
along the main corridor, 
is a Book Sell/Buy 
bulletin board. You can 
both buy and sell your 
old textbooks here, 

perhaps at better price 
than you would get from 
the Bookstore. 

 Spend time at the 
quarterly book buyback 
session, note what books 
your fellow students are 
selling, and offer $5 
more for the books they 
are selling back than 
what the vendor is 
offering to pay for them. 
This price will still be 
cheaper than what you 
would pay at the EvCC 
Bookstore for the same 
used book!  

 EvCC Bookstore rents 
some books. Check with 
the bookstore on which 
books and prices. Rent 
your textbooks from 
Barnes and Noble, 
Chegg.com or 
CampusBookRentals.co
m, which carries the 
introductory economics 
text for $68 instead of 
$146 at many college 
bookstores.  

 Buy your book using the 
web site 

http://www.addall.com 
This site searches many 
of the major online 
bookstores at once and 
organizes the findings 
into a price comparison 
chart. Be aware that you 
need to have sufficient 
time if you plan to order 
this way and if you drop 
the class, you will have 
to wait until the end of 
the quarter to get your 
money back (assuming 
that the book buyback 
wants your book). Also, 
check out 
Textbookx.com, which 
has good prices on 
textbooks.  

 Identify the name of the 
textbook publisher and 
go to their web site. 
Often, publishers sell 
the book for less (but 
remember to calculate 
the cost of shipping). 
Publishers only sell new, 
and not used, textbooks. 

 Share a book with or 
borrow a book from a 
friend or the library. 

SUMMER QUARTER: REMINDER OF FINANCIAL AID AND FUNDING FOR BOOKS 

 Students planning to 
attend summer quarter:  
It is important to 
remember that you will 
not have money for your 
books before the quarter 
begins.  Financial aid 
funds cannot be released 

until after the 1st of July 
and summer quarter starts 
two weeks before on June 
20th.  It is very important 
that you make plans to 
cover your book expenses 
so that you can start the 
quarter out prepared for 

success.  This is especially 
important since summer 
quarter is only eight weeks 
long and the material is 
covered very quickly. 
 

 Ask your instructor if 
they gave a copy of the 
textbook to the EvCC 
Library Front Desk 
Reserve. While you 
cannot check the book 
out of the library, you 
can schedule time there 
to read the book.
